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RESUME / SUMMARY

Histoire, sociologie, archéologie et anthropologie des religions
Re-structurations religieuses : transformations internes et interactions externes

La création d’un Institut thématique interdisciplinaire d’Histoire, sociologie, archéologie et
anthropologie des religions (HiSAAR), dédié a I'étude critique des religions par des approches
disciplinaires telles que I'histoire, la sociologie, I'archéologie et I'anthropologie et qui fédére soixante-
guatre d’enseignants-chercheurs et chercheurs, plus de trois cents doctorants et masterisants
rattachés a huit Facultés, neuf Unités de Recherche, quatre Ecoles doctorales et onze masters, est
assurément inédite a I'Université de Strasbourg depuis son ouverture au lendemain de la Premiere
Guerre mondiale.

L'Université de Strasbourg posséde un fort potentiel dans la recherche et la formation dans le
domaine des systemes religieux d’hier et d’aujourd’hui. Les archéologues, les historiens, les
philologues, les sociologues et les ethnologues strasbourgeois couvrent une longue chronologie,
depuis la préhistoire jusqu’a nos jours, et un large espace, des Amériques jusqu’a I'Extréme-Orient.
Ainsi, un nombre important de systemes religieux font I'objet de recherches d’excellence et entrent
dans la formation initiale universitaire (chamanismes, religions mésopotamiennes, religions
égyptiennes, védisme, mazdéisme, religions grecques, brahmanisme, judaisme, taoisme, religions
romaines, bouddhisme, vishnouisme, christianisme, shintoisme, islam), tout comme les thématiques
historiques ou contemporaines telles que la pluralité religieuse, la recomposition des identités
religieuses, la régulation étatique du religieux, la laicité ou les processus de radicalisation.

La mise en place d’un Institut thématique interdisciplinaire est une opportunité sans précédent
pour enfin fédérer I'ensemble de cette communauté scientifique et permettre des avancées
significatives dans la recherche et la formation interdisciplinaires. Un tel projet, vivement attendu
depuis des années tant au niveau national qu’aux niveaux européen et international par I’'ensemble de
nos collegues non-strasbourgeois — plus de 140 ont répondu positivement a notre appel et/ou sont
déja fortement engagés dans des collaborations existantes —, permettra la création d’'un poéle
scientifique d’excellence dans la recherche et la formation sur le fait religieux. Ceci placera assurément
I’Université de Strasbourg au coeur de la recherche et de la formation dans le domaine de I'étude des
religions en France, en Europe et plus largement a I'international, et lui donnera les moyens d’accroitre
également son implication dans les milieux socio-économiques et dans les domaines de la formation
et de I'éducation.

Par une approche interdisciplinaire innovante visant a décloisonner les constructions
représentatives sur les religions, souvent binaires et idéologiquement orientées (sacré/profane,
monothéisme/polythéisme, religion/magie, libéral/intégriste, etc.), I'ITI aura pour finalité d’étudier,
dans une perspective comparative, les systemes religieux qui ont existé ou qui sont aujourd’hui encore
vivants dans leur mode de fonctionnement interne et dans leurs interactions avec leur environnement
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sociétal. Cette recherche thématique interdisciplinaire et transversale, « Re-structurations
religieuses : transformations internes et interactions externes », s’appuiera tout autant sur I'étude
textuelle et intertextuelle, sur la fabrique des identités et des altérités, sur les frontieres sociétales
entre religions et pouvoir politique, sur les pratiques rituelles et leurs objets matérialisant la croyance
ainsi que sur les interactions entre religions, pratiques sexuelles et genre.

Forts de ses formations de Master déja en partie interdisciplinaires (Master Religions, histoire et
sociétés, Master Mondes musulmans, Master Interdisciplinaire des mondes de I’Antiquité, Master
Etudes médiévales interdisciplinaires, Master Interreligieux et société, etc.) et doctorales, de projets
de recherche financés et de nombreuses collaborations et contacts internationaux, I'ITI HiSAAR
propose de soutenir des actions de recherches interdisciplinaires transversales, d’offrir des bourses de
theses et postdoctorales, de créer des masterclasses d’excellence, des universités d’été et d’hiver, des
bases de données, des manuels, des outils pédagogiques innovants, des dispositifs de diffusion de
connaissance ainsi que d’interagir avec le monde socio-économique (travail social, milieu carcéral,
Education nationale, milieu hospitalier, collectivités locales, etc.) et les Humanités numériques (OCR,
TDM, etc.) par une collaboration étroite avec la Bibliothéque Nationale et Universitaire de Strasbourg
et 'UnivOAK.

History, sociology, archaeology, and anthropology of religions
Religious re-structuring: Internal transformations and external interactions

The creation of an Interdisciplinary Thematic Institute (ITI) of History, Sociology, Archaeology, and
Anthropology of Religions (HiSAAR), devoted to the critical study of religions using disciplinary
approaches such as history, sociology, archaeology, and anthropology, will be unique at the University
of Strasbourg (Unistra) since its establishment in the aftermath of the First World War, as it will bring
together sixty-four lecturers and researchers and more than three hundred PhD and Master’s students
affiliated with eight faculties, nine research units, four doctoral schools, and eleven Master’s
programmes.

Unistra has an enormous research and training potential in the field of the religious systems of past
and present. Archaeologists, historians, philologists, sociologists, and ethnologists at the university
cover a wide chronological range stretching from prehistory to the present day and a vast area
spanning from the Americans to the Far East. A large number of religions are thus the subject of
research excellence and feature in the initial university training programme (shamanism,
Mesopotamian religions, Egyptian religions, Vedic religion, Mazdeism, Greek religions, Brahmanism,
Judaism, Taoism, Roman religions, Buddhism, Vaishnavism, Christianity, Shintoism, and Islam), while a
diverse range of historical or contemporary themes are addressed: for example, religious plurality, the
reshaping of religious identities, the state regulation of religious organisations, laicity, and the
radicalisation process.
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The establishment of ITI HiISAAR represents an unprecedented opportunity to bring together this
scientific community and promote significant advances in interdisciplinary research and training. Such
a project, long awaited at the national, European, and international levels by all our non-Strasbourg
colleagues (more than 140 positively responded to our call and/or are already heavily involved in
existing collaborations), will result in the creation of a scientific pole of excellence in the research and
training on religious phenomena. This will assuredly position Unistra at the heart of research and
training in the domain of religious studies in France, Europe, and more broadly, the rest of the world,
and give it the means to develop its involvement in socio-economic groups and the areas of training
and education.

Using an innovative interdisciplinary approach to decompartmentalise the representative
constructions of religions that are often binary and ideologically oriented (sacred/profane,
monotheism/polytheism, religion/magic, liberal/fundamentalist, etc.), the ITI will study historical or
living religious systems from a comparative perspective by focussing on their mode of internal
functioning and their interactions with their social environment. This interdisciplinary and cross-
disciplinary thematic research, “Religious re-structuring: Internal transformations and external
interactions”, will draw on the following five axes: textual and intertextual studies; the construction
of identities and otherness; the social frontiers between religions and political power; ritual practices
and their objects of belief; and the interactions between religions, sexual practices, and gender.

Thanks to its Master’s programmes, some of which are already interdisciplinary (Master Religions,
histoire et sociétés, Master Mondes musulmans, Master Interdisciplinaire des mondes de I'Antiquité,
Master Etudes médiévales interdisciplinaires, Master Interreligieux et société, etc.), doctoral
programmes, funded research projects, and numerous international collaborations and contacts, ITI
HiSAAR will be well equipped to support interdisciplinary and cross-disciplinary research, provide PhD
and postdoctoral funding, deliver excellence masterclasses and summer and winter schools, develop
databases, manuals, innovative pedagogical approaches, and knowledge dissemination tools, interact
with socio-economic groups (social workers, prisons, national education sector, hospital milieu, local
government, etc.), and engage with the digital humanities (e.g., OCR, TDM) by means of its close
collaboration with the National and University Library of Strasbourg and UnivOAK.

1 CONTEXTE LOCAL, POSITIONNEMENT NATIONAL ET INTERNATIONAL / LOCAL AND OVERALL
CONTEXT

The plurality of academic disciplines and diversity of research fields in the domain of religious
studies often hinders the interaction between lecturers and researchers in the same university,
especially when the institution regroups several thousand individuals. This is certainly the case of the
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University of Strasbourg (2,755 lecturer-researchers, 35 faculties, 71 research units), which has a large
pool of researchers working in religious studies (more than in the Section des Sciences religieuses of
the Ecole pratique des hautes études in Paris) but has never succeeded in bringing them together, at
least until now.

Nevertheless, attempts have not been lacking in the history of the university. In their own time,
Prosper Alfaric (1876-1955) and Marcel Simon (1907-1986), both professors of comparative religious
history, met with some success when they, respectively, gathered their colleagues around the issue of
religions and created the Centre de recherches d’histoire des religions in the Faculté des Sciences
historiques, which ensured that Unistra became “one of the major centres for the study of ideas and
religious systems” in France.!

With its focus on religions, ITI HISAAR will finally give structure to the group of lecturers and
researchers in Strasbourg and thus complement the other thematic approaches already existing in
France, notably in Paris. For example, Labex RESMED (Religions et sociétés dans le monde
méditerranéen), supported by the Sorbonne Community of Universities and Establishments since
2011, addresses the diverse themes of the conversion, sanctification, and destruction of sacred spaces,
the philosophical concepts against Christianity, medicine, music, cooking traditions, and even law.
Labex HASTEC (Histoire et anthropologie des savoirs, des techniques et des croyances), supported by
the Ecole pratique des hautes études since 2011, analyses the historical correlation between
knowledge, techniques, and beliefs from antiquity to the twenty-first century. In terms of ITI HiSAAR,
it will develop an historical-critical, comparative, and anthropological approach towards religious
phenomena by building on the interdisciplinary skills of its members: history, archaeology, philology,
anthropology, and sociology. Owing to the scientific wealth of its Strasbourg members, it will be able
to consider a vast array of religious systems whose long history is characterised by both doctrinal and
spatial interactions (Americas— Europe — Mediterranean — Middle East — South Asia — South-East Asia
— Far East).

Given the quality and quantity of lecturers and researchers from Strasbourg taking part in ITI
HiSAAR as well as the support provided by the nearby Rhine network (EUCOR) as well as European and
international networks, this innovative research will be at the forefront of knowledge and know-how
in the domain of religious studies and thus open new perspectives relating to the understanding and
apprehension of religious phenomena, including in European societies as both spectators and actors.

This interdisciplinary and comparative approach will reinforce the Master’s and PhD programmes,
which until now have been largely disciplinary with the inclusion of only one or perhaps two religious
systems. The know-how in this domain, developed by the Institut d’histoire comparée des religions in
the Faculté des Sciences historiques and by its Master’s programme since the LMD reform, and
supported by sociological and anthropological comparativism, will guarantee the epistemological and
methodological processes used during the masterclasses and summer or winter schools. These
excellence programmes in religious studies will allow students to validate one or several credits (in

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ECTS) for their Master’s or PhD programme so as to obtain a degree supplement or a University
Diploma (DU) certified by ITI HISAAR. Open to students of EUCOR (and elsewhere), these programmes
will (primarily) be taught in English, while providing facilitating measures and encouraging the
development of linguistic skills (editing for the participating lecturers, summaries in French, slides, and
debriefing, if necessary, for students).

These events, similarly to the lecture series, workshops, and conferences, will give us the
opportunity to invite colleagues whose research is highly recognised by the international scientific
community, which will thus contribute to reinforcing this pole of attraction for researchers,
postgraduates, and undergraduates at the local, national, European, and international levels.

In the main areas of its axes and cross-disciplinary themes, ITI will support investigations and
collective projects and attribute PhD and postdoctoral scholarships for research that includes an
interdisciplinary dimension. ITI will facilitate international research collaboration with partners in the
Upper Rhine and further afield.

The valorisation and dissemination of research will be a strong component of ITI, allowing its
influence to extend beyond the academic world. The institute will be endowed with human resources
(including technical skills) and dedicated materials with the aim to produce the following: a data
platform, training tools, teaching manuals, and massive open online courses (MOOCS), notably for
secondary school teachers and other professionals impacted by religion (social and health sectors, local
governments, etc.) as well as for information and self-training purposes. In this respect, Master’s
students will make both educative and productive contributions. Indeed, part of their assessment
(possibly inteams) could be to produce elements for dissemination and outreach purposes —e.g., video
clips, multiple choice questionnaires, page webs — the best of which, once validated and amended,
would make a significant contribution to this outreach component.

This collective dynamic of researchers will substantially reinforce, diversify, and enlarge the
partnerships with local stakeholders involved in local government, social work, prisons, radicalisation
prevention, health, education, training, culture, voluntary groups, social links, and interreligious and
interfaith dialogue; these partnerships have already been initiated by several ITI members via research
contracts and training initiatives. ITI will also respond to a growing demand to popularise religious
studies and develop relevant tools. Moreover, a close collaboration will also be established with digital
humanities stakeholders in partnership with the National and University Library of Strasbourg (Collex
Religious sciences) and UnivOAK. ITI HiSAAR will thus be able to benefit from a privileged access to the
collections of manuscripts and ancient works relating to religion, which will be publicised and
showcased by means of its research and the joint organisation of conferences.
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2 DESCRIPTION DU PROJET DANS SON ENSEMBLE / OVERALL PROJECT DESCRIPTION
2.1 AMBITION, PERTINENCE, STRATEGIE DE L’ITI / AMBITION, RELEVANCE, STRATEGY

Beyond the necessary comparative descriptions of practices, objects, or places, religions will
primarily be considered from the viewpoint of their evolution as well as their reconfiguration and
restructuring. For this purpose, we will focus, on the one hand, on the internal processes underlying
the development of practices, the elaboration of canons and norms, and the regulation of intra-
religious diversity. On the other hand, we will study the external interactions with other religious
groups, societies, and political powers. These two points, evidently intrinsically linked, constitute the
cross-disciplinary strength of our five thematic axes: [1] Text, intertextuality, and tradition;
[2] Identities and otherness; [3] Religions and politics; [4] Ritual practices: Acts, objects, and
representations; and [5] Sex, gender, and religions.

The first aim of this innovative research, Religious re-structuring: Internal transformations and
external interactions, will be to consider the numerous religious systems created by humanity
throughout its history and identify, over a long chronology, the social, political, ideological, doctrinal,
and even economic factors at the origin of the constant fluctuations of these religious systems, some
of which evolved or even divided into numerous subsystems over the course of the centuries in order
to endure, while others could not destructure and restructure and so disappeared in favour of more
opportune religious systems. These internal transformations can be studied from a range of different
perspectives: the processes underlying the canonisation, reception, and multifaceted interpretation of
the founding texts; the reshaping of identities; the influence of political power over religious
organisations and institutions; the construction of dogmas and norms; the processes leading to
intransigence; the development of ritual practices; and even the rigidification of gendered roles in
religious groups and the resistance to these very gender norms. The analysis of the external
interactions, as the second objective, will especially focus on the following: intertextuality and
intericonicity; the dynamics of the demarcation, controversy, or recognition of otherness; the
interconnection or separation of political and religious powers: the modes of the state’s regulation of
religion; the radical development of heresy or heathenism; ritual and speech borrowings or
hybridisations; interreligious cohabitation in society; and the weight of gender in the political
regulation of religion or in the religious defence of a “natural” social order. These matters of attention
will not be treated separately but integrated with several other interdependent dimensions while
introducing pertinent comparisons between religious systems, societies, or periods.

The creation of an Interdisciplinary Thematic Institute (ITl) on religion is thus the unique occasion

to have the structural and financial resources necessary to bring together the scholarly community in
Strasbourg and conduct research excellence in this domain, thus carrying on a disciplinary tradition

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that has been well anchored in our university since the nineteenth century.? Although the general
theme is cross-disciplinary and brings together this scholarly community, the five carefully considered
research axes will immediately lead to fruitful interactions between colleagues working on the same
issue but often in different religious systems, different periods, and different areas and using different
disciplinary approaches. The effects of this structure will rapidly open up broad perspectives in the
training of Master’s and PhD students and will be beneficial not only to lecturers —all too often isolated
in their work — but also to students and socio-economic groups, which seem to struggle as soon as the
issue of religions is raised in our European societies. The rapidity with which our Strasbourg colleagues
from diverse disciplinary approaches as well as our non-Strasbourg colleagues positively responded to
our call attests to the potential for creating a real group dynamic. It also shows just how imperative
and urgent it is in the first decades of the twenty-first century to structure this promising and
innovative potential.

Interdisciplinarity, as an essential part of ITl, its five axes, and its cross-disciplinary approach, will
be strongly enhanced in the research projects and training programmes. Any research or training
supported by ITI should thus include an interdisciplinary dimension. This does not involve
systematically juxtaposing disciplines but rather articulating them in a meaningful way in relation to
problems and themes. The individuals in charge of the training programmes will ensure that
participating lecturers consider the diversity of their audience and anticipate additional introductory
elements, if necessary, for the student population less familiar with a particular discipline. The
interdisciplinarity of ITI will contribute to a broader understanding of religious phenomena.
Nevertheless, from the perspective of training, an equilibrium will be maintained so that Master’s and
PhD students receive a solid foundation in their original discipline. Let us add that this complementarity
is not only disciplinary but also relates to the type of investment: the part played by religion in the
research and teaching of ITI members as well as their engagements and projects with socio-economic
groups. The purported interdisciplinarity of ITI HiSAAR thus draws on the extensive experience of
Unistra, where, for example, the Master’s training in the history of religions (Faculté des Sciences
historiques) has proposed an interdisciplinarity seminar on comparative religious history for over
fifteen years, or more recently, the new Master’s in the sociology of religions (Religions, Sociétés,
espace public, Faculté des Sciences sociales) proposes two interdisciplinary thematic seminars.
Similarly, the interdisciplinary Masters programmes relating to the history of Islam (Master Mondes
musulmans), antiquity (Master Interdisciplinaire des mondes de I’Antiquité), medieval studies (Master
Etudes médiévales interdisciplinaires), or interreligious studies (Master Interreligieux et société) are
founded on this long history of interdisciplinarity. The creation of ITI HiSAAR will thus give us the
opportunity to continue and reinforce this scientific know-how in the interdisciplinary approach to
religions.

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Unistra’s wealth of knowledge and know-how in the field of religious studies is widely recognised
by the international scholarly community. ITI HiSAAR will provide an additional first-rate advantage
that will not only increase this recognition but also develop this attractiveness in terms of both
fundamental research and training programmes for young PhD researchers and Master’s students.
Although numerous fruitful collaborations with European and international colleagues have already
taken place at Unistra, notably through research units, the financial resources allocated to this ITI will
allow it to create a research and training dynamic that Unistra has not yet known in the domain of
religious studies, unlike other scientific poles of excellence in the rest of France, notably in Paris. The
researchers responsible for this ITI seek to place Unistra at the forefront of social and historical-critical
research on religions and thus contribute to the dissemination of scientific knowledge and the
interdisciplinary training of future generations of researchers and teachers in the domain of religious
studies. The enthusiasm with which our European and international colleagues immediately
responded to our call shows that this international outreach is ready to flourish and that it could even
address another challenge, notably that of the social and ideological stakes with which our global world
is currently confronted.

2.2 PRESENTATION DU PROJET DE RECHERCHE / SCIENTIFIC SCOPE AND CONTENTS OF THE PROJECT

ITI HiISAAR currently regroups sixty-four permanent members: twenty-eight University Professors
including seven Emeritus Professors; two Research Directors including one Emeritus; thirty-three
Lecturers including six Senior Lecturers; and one Research Engineer. These members belong to the
following research units at Unistra:

SCIENTIFIC PRESENTATION OF THE AXES OF RESEARCH

Viewed from the perspective of their evolution, reconfiguration, and restructuring, religious
phenomena will be studied not only through the internal processes underlying the development of
practices, the elaboration of canons and norms, and the regulation of intra-religious diversity, but also
through their external interactions with other religious groups, societies, and political powers. This
does not simply involve studying a religious system in itself but rather comparing it with its milieu of
emergence or continuity in order to determine the external interactions lying at the origin of its
transformations and survival throughout the history of humanity, or even its disappearance or
restructuring in other forms. As religions are a complex mode of expression specific to living organisms
regrouped in societies, notably human beings — from the family or clan unit to the state organisation
and even the global society —, they likewise follow the vagaries of the history of such societies
comprised of numerous internal transformations based on external interactions. This innovative
research, entitled Religious re-structuring: Internal transformations and External interactions,
involves an ambitious interdisciplinary and cross-disciplinary approach relating to five thematic axes,
which will be presented below: 1) Text, intertextuality, and tradition; 2) Identities and otherness;
3) Religions and politics; 4) Ritual practices: Acts, objects, and representations; and 5) Sex, gender, and
religions.

¢ THEMATIC AXIS 1 — “Text, intertextuality, and tradition”
Persons in charge: Anne-Sylvie Boisliveau, Michele Cutino, Luana Quattrocelli

Textuality is placed at the centre of this axis of ITI as the “epistemological meeting place” of all
members working on religions from a philological and historical perspective. This theme will be

addressed in three interrelated research and training areas:

Area 1: Texts. The philological and rhetorical study of the founding texts of religions and their doctrinal

elaboration forms the basis for developing a real understanding of religious phenomena, their history,
and key issues. Indeed, given the fragile, scattered, and oft-fragmentary documents that constitute
religious founding texts, there arises a necessity to study their textual and contextual parameters and
retrace their transmission history by means of high-level research and training programmes. The
textual criticism of religious texts is thus the foundation for the historical comprehension of religious
phenomena and the dialogue between different cultures and religious groups. The proposed ITI will
be able to conduct such a meticulous study of religious texts, mainly because it comprises a significant
number of philologists working on the production of religious systems as well as specialists of different
textual codes and typologies. In this respect, let us cite the essential contribution made by epigraphists
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and papyrologists at Unistra to understand religious phenomena that are not limited to “cultivated”

textual products deemed to be normative. Additionally, this ITI could support a new approach to the

study of founding texts and doctrinal literature given that many of its researchers consider the
intersection between literary genres and doctrinal developments in various religious systems: for

example, the research conducted on religious poetry composed especially in late antiquity and the
Middle Ages, following the approach of R. Hertzog.®* However, an even more innovative

epistemological perspective in the approach to religious texts will relate to the interactions between

philology and other disciplines at the institute. Indeed, textual analysis from a scholarly perspective,
as exemplified by J.Z. Smith* and increasingly emphasised from the second half of the twentieth
century, particularly in its final decades, allows us to retrace the explanations of religious phenomena
back to their historical social matrices, although this analysis should be effectively integrated into
sociological and anthropological data in close association with comparative religious history. As a
recent exemplary case, we may cite J. Kloppenborg’s®> application of the comparative method of
cultural anthropology to the origins of Christianity, which leads us to reconsider the assumed “absolute
newness” of this religion by identifying individualising characteristics within a context of common
elements, which render it comparable and thus anything but unique.® In this respect, in the
interpretation of religious phenomena lying at the intersection of philology, social sciences,
anthropology, and archaeology, much work is yet to be done to reorganise research and inaugurate a
new methodological departure.

Area 2: Intertextuality. Studying the intersection between texts (intertextuality) as a fundamental

expression of interreligious dimensions will allow us to better understand the types of communication

and exchange existing between different religious phenomena and groups. At the centre of this effort
to gain a philological and historical understanding of religious texts, the cultural milieu of reference
will be reconstructed, that is, the network of relations that the texts and their authors established with
earlier and contemporary texts. As affirmed by G. Genette,” each text is a rewriting not only of other
texts but also of the “discourse” within a certain historical literary context. The intertextual approach
is therefore essential in order to recompose the relations between religious texts in an historically
grounded framework and better grasp the forms of communication between different religious
phenomena and groups, which are translated in terms of a dialogue/exchange or
opposition/controversy. This approach will thus allow us to understand as precisely as possible the
history of the culture and religious ideas, which were structured and restructured when exposed to

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other cultures and religious systems and then “deposited” in concrete texts. It will also allow us to

define certain issues concerning religious relations such as that of the “parting of ways”.®

Area 3: Tradition. Examining the processes that underlie the canonisation, reception, and multifaceted
interpretation of the founding texts will shed light on the elaboration of different religious textual
traditions. From this perspective, the study of textual transmissions in the religious domain will be
organised not only as a scientific reconstruction of textual channels but also as a testimony to the
reception of these texts among different religious groups, their selection / transformation /
crystallisation as normative texts, and the complex socio-cultural processes by which a sacred
character is attributed to certain texts. We will carefully study the progressive formation of different
interpretative and doctrinal traditions, and based on this normative framework, we will examine how
certain texts were pushed to the margins, very often leading to their disappearance.

In line with these three defined areas, the activities of this axis will focus on the following actions:

Action 1 —Publication of a collection of works specifically dedicated to the edition, commentary, and

translation of key religious texts, with special attention paid to unpublished works. Co-edited by Luana
Quattrocelli (UMR 7044 Archimeéde) and Michael Cutino (EA 4377 TCSR), this collection will
complement the initiative begun in 2017 to bring together researchers and scholars working in the
domain of philology in a study and research group (annual interdisciplinary seminar “Editions des
textes anciens, médiévaux, néo-latins”).

Action 2 — Establishment of an international network of researchers and lecturers working on ancient

and medieval poetic texts with an exegetical and theological content (GIRPAM), coordinated by

Michael Cutino (EA 4377 TCSR), with the aim to show the interactions between different languages
and codes in the “rewriting” of different religious traditions.

Action 3 — Creation of the group “Qur’an and Late Antiquity” for researchers of different faculties and

laboratories at Unistra, piloted by Anne-Sylvie Boisliveau (UMR 7044 Archimede) and Thierry Legrand
(EA 4378) with the help of Houssaine Oussiali (UMR 7044 Archiméde), with the aim to contextualise
the Qur’an in a multifaceted history using the rigorous criteria of historical criticism.

Action 4 — Critical edition (already underway) of the complete works of Jean Gerson (a crucial figure

of religious history in the Middle Ages), co-supported by Isabelle Iribarren (EA 4377 TCSR) with a
Franco-American team seeking to re-evaluate the transmission of Gerson’s works.

Action 5 — Creation of a cross-disciplinary working group on the normative fixation of the founding
texts at ITI HiSAAR, including first and foremost religious historians, philologists, and canonists, to

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investigate the selection processes leading to the formation of the different religious traditions and
the development of parallel non-canonical traditions.

Action 6 — Integrated research programme on the origins of religions involving philologists,

sociologists, anthropologists and experts in comparative religious history at ITI HiSAAR, with the aim

to develop a fully historic interpretation of the birth of early religious groups (Mazdeism, Buddhism,
Christianity, Islam, etc.).

Action 7 — Collaborative programme with the University of Berkeley, piloted by Guillaume Ducceur

(UMR 7044 Archimeéde) and Osmund Bopearachchi (University of Berkeley) in collaboration with
Kyong-Kon Kim (EA 4377 TCSR) and Annick Fenet (UMR 8546 AOROC — ENS). This innovative and unique
programme aims to publish a critical edition of Buddhist texts based on versions in Indian, Chinese,
and Tibetan languages accompanied by figured representations from the Sitavahana, Kusana, and
Gupta periods. The synoptic edition of the Lalitavistara will allow us to produce an edition, not yet
undertaken, of all the pericopes of the life of the Buddha based on the complete collection of Buddhist
texts (Pali Sdtra and Vinaya, Buddhacarita, Mahdavastu, Lalitavistara, etc.) accompanied by their
figured representations.

Action 8 — Bi-annual summer schools (2022, 2024, 2026, 2028) on the editions of texts (methodology
and experiences), with a focus on the founding texts and the relations with the medieval Middle East

(Byzantine, Persian, Arabic). These summer schools will be organised by Anne-Sylvie Boisiliveau (UMR
7044 Archiméde), Michael Cutino (EA 4377 TCSR), Isabelle Iribarren (EA 4377 TCSR), and Luana
Quattrocelli (UMR 7044 Archiméde) in collaboration with other researchers and lecturers at Unistra as
well as other partner research centres.

¢ THEMATIC AXIS 2 — “Identities and otherness”
Persons in charge: Damien Coulon, Denis Fricker, Philippe Rochard

This axis aims to determine identity markers and shared beliefs and explain the tensions between
differences or defining logics on the one hand, and ideas or shared beliefs on the other. Identity itself
is constructed based on common values and practices and expressed through two main dimensions:
1) the affiliation with a group in contrast with the distinction from the other; and 2) the permanency
that structures but is constantly renegotiated in relation to the other.

Area 1: Spatial, cultural, and historical contexts. Contextualisation —the close study of spatial, cultural,
and historical contexts — constitutes a fundamental stage in the critical evaluation of religious identities
and their relation to otherness. The detailed analysis of identity markers and taboos thus allows us to
define the exclusive or inclusive boundaries of communities using anthropological criteria that are re-
evaluated according to diverse spatio-temporal contexts. Dietary and commensality practices, the
relationship with nudity or defilement, and sexual or matrimonial customs (monogamy, polygamy,
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polyandry, endogamy, exogamy) are just a few of the lines of separation between religious systems
and societies, between individuality and otherness.

As an example, in the 1990s, J.H. Neyrey, the historical critical exegete of the New Testament, drew
on M.T. Douglas’ social anthropological work on defilement and taboos, which allowed him to specify
and re-evaluate the frontiers between the very first Christian communities and the Jewish world,
independently of the classic typology of fulfilment.

More recently, so-called postcolonial studies have improved our understanding of the relations
between religious minorities in terms of the identities imposed by colonial powers, which has notably
elucidated the ancient context of Roman imperialism with respect to Judaism or nascent Christianity.

Area 2: Distortion and dialectics between norms and realities. The study of the recurring gap between
religious norms [and foundations?] on the one hand and everyday relational realities on the other
sheds light on the identity logics, the construction of views and discourses about the other believer,
and the dynamics of relationships that somehow become established between neighbouring
communities and groups belonging to different religions.

The main purpose and consequence of the normative discourse founded on tradition and specific
doctrinal principles are to define the group that elaborates them. However, this also separates and
demarcates them from other religious communities with which it only progressively becomes
acquainted over a long period of time. The relations that develop between these groups through
everyday neighbourly relations or the pursuit of shared pragmatic goals — diplomacy, trade, and often
practical dimensions of knowledge transfer — attest to the fact that these interactions can be relaxed
or even constructive, even if they are not exempt of rivalry.

Nevertheless, the distortion between religious norms and experienced relational realities may also
lead to a progressive restructuring or doctrinal relaxation that occurs in a rather slow dialectical logic,
although the process is not always symmetrical according to the groups in question: for example, this
was attested in the official easing of trade prohibitions between Christians and Muslims in the middle
of the fourteenth century after a long phase of strict pontifical prohibitions, which were inapplicable
in reality and met with a large number of fatwas, some of which were pragmatic in the event of
shortages and famine (al-Mazari’s fatwa, late eleventh to early twelfth century).

The study of the gradual changes in the perception of the religious other, expressed by both the
representatives of the norm (clergy, theologians, scholars, etc.) and simple believers (especially the
laity), should especially (re)emphasise the rarer testimonies of the latter group who, by definition, lack
the authority to express themselves. Indeed, their contribution is essential in order to understand and
quantify the distortion between religious norms and relational realities: for example, the potentially
different view of the Christian clergy and laity regarding Muslims during their travels to Islamic
countries, notably the pilgrimages to Jerusalem under Muslim rule; similarly, the first lay intellectuals
who emerged at the end of the Middle Ages — Brunetto Latini, Dante — and sometimes expressed a
different or more nuanced view of the religious other. The same applies to the travellers, explorers,
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intellectuals, and scholars who traversed the Americas and Asia to visit the farthest reaches of the Far
East and South-East Asia.

The theme of relations, which forms part of the long history of Jews, Christians, and Muslims, which
are themselves pluralistic groups not exempt of internal rivalries, illustrates most of the
aforementioned phenomena, which should be studied in greater depth and clarified in a broad
interdisciplinary study involving historians, sociologists, anthropologists and philosophers in particular.
This research, which will also discuss other interrelations (Egyptian/Greek polytheism;
Brahmanism/Sramanism; Hindu/Islam; Buddhism/Taoism/Confucianism, Buddhism/Shintoism, etc.),
will mutually enrich the intertextuality area of thematic axis 1.

Area 3: Emotions and affects. The impact of emotions and affects on the definitions of identity and
the perception of the other believer plays a key role that is all too often underestimated and
sometimes even denied. A detailed study should thus identify and define the emotions linked to the
expression of faith and the confrontation with otherness and religious difference; these emotions are
not expressed or named in the same manner in different periods — for example, the medieval “passions

of the soul” brought to light by D. Boquet and P. Nagy’s research on this theme — or in different cultures
(tears, trance, glossolalia, anger, zeal, etc.).

In-depth investigations should especially focus on the instrumentalisation of these emotions and
affects in order to explain their mechanisms and purposes. Only a broad interdisciplinary approach
bringing together historians, especially religious historians, anthropologists, and sociologists will be
able to respond to the challenge of this task. The research would also benefit from the experimental
sciences, especially neurology, which aims to study the impact of emotions on decisions and actions

supposedly driven by rational behaviour.

Action 1: Contributing to the INTER-RELIGIO programme

Officially launched in January 2017 under Francis Messner, INTER-RELIGIO “Religions and shared
beliefs” is a cross-border interuniversity network that was created to respond to the challenges posed
by religious cohabitation in our societies. The project benefits from the financial support of the
European Regional Development Fund (ERDF)—INTERREG Upper Rhine Programme. It was certified as
EUCOR-The European Campus.

The project is led by a consortium of five establishments situated in the territory of the Upper Rhine:
the Universities of Basel, Tibingen, Heidelberg, and Strasbourg, as well as the Heidelberg College for
Jewish Studies. The university training programme in theology and religious studies is particularly
diverse in this geographical zone, which brings together all available resources to respond to the needs
of the INTER-RELIGIO project. To date, these disciplinary approaches and fields of expertise have rarely
been associated in public universities. INTER-RELIGIO is thus based on an academic institute
(INTERREG), which ensures the scientific quality and social relevance of the project and is committed
to creating the conditions for its longevity by consolidating the training and research offered in the
territory of the Upper Rhine.
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Moreover, INTER-RELIGIO orientates its research around several aspects of the interreligious
encounter and comprises three working groups that focus their attention on: 1) the principles and
foundations of interreligiousness; 2) the methodology and approach to the founding texts; and 3) the
legal and epistemological status of theology. These three working groups share the common objectives
of organising conferences and publishing research that challenges and strengthens the contents of
training programmes in interreligious studies.

At Unistra, the INTER-RELIGIO team includes lecturers from two Faculties of Theology (Facultés de
Théologie catholique et de Théologie protestante) as well as the Faculté des Sciences historiques and
UMR 7354 “Droit, Religion, Entreprise et Société”. This collaboration will fully flourish and develop
from an academic perspective through the different partnerships initiated by ITI HiSAAR.

Action 2: Developing teaching and research in the Master d’études interreligieuses

The curriculum of this Master’s programme frames the research conducted within the INTER-RELIGIO
project and responds to a growing social and scientific demand for competence in the domain of
interreligious studies and the development of a complete training programme in the issues of
interreligious relations and communication, including the notions of identity and otherness.

The Master’s curriculum will provide the opportunity to dialogue with members of other religions
while drawing on a triple perspective: firstly, religious systems are situated in their cultural, social, and
political context; secondly, they are investigated in terms of historical changes; and finally, they are
considered from a doctrinal perspective that includes the beliefs of each relevant religious system. All
these decisive factors that influence the construction of identities in religious communities are based
on different disciplines: interreligious relations (foundations and history); founding texts (exegetical
and hermeneutic perspectives); religious beliefs (historical and contemporary perspectives); religion,
society, and state; and philosophy of religion and religious studies. The targeted competencies thus
relate to the historical critical analysis of interreligious relations; the evaluation of the hermeneutic,
exegetical, or philological relation to key texts; the identification and evaluation of religious
phenomena using the tools of sociology, anthropology, or history of religions; the status of religions in
France and Europe; and the understanding of religious phenomenon based on the link between
philosophy and theology.

Action 3: Interdisciplinary study of the oaths taken by the different believers, especially in the treaties
between powers and sovereigns of different religions. To study the negotiations and treaties between
Christian and Muslim sovereigns and powers, we will coordinate with other institutions and research
groups in an international network (Consell Superior d’Investigacions Cientifiques, CSIC, Institucié Mila
i Fontanals, Barcelona; The Diplomatic Exchanges between Islamic Mediterranean Powers and
Christian Europe Cities in the Middle Ages programme, Woolf Institute, Cambridge).

Action 4: Study of the shared norms between the followers of the religions of the book, especially in
the Mediterranean area (coordination with the Institut de Recherche sur Byzance, I'lslam et la
Méditerranée au Moyen Age [IRBIMMA], Paris I; Woolf Institute, Cambridge), as well as the shared
transgression of religious norms in terms of trade prohibitions, for example.
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Action 5: Investigation of the places of exchange and meeting between Christians and Muslims, the
areas bordering pilgrimage sites and places of common worship, and the areas that substitute for
another location (Iberian Peninsula, Balkans, Near East). Systematic referencing and cartography of
common sites of pilgrimage. Collaboration with the Axe Transfrontalier-Transnational-
Transcontinental of the EA 3400 (Arts, Civilisation et Histoire de I'Europe) and Woolf Institute,
Cambridge.

¢ THEMATIC AXIS 3 — “Religions and politics”
Persons in charge: Salomé Deboos, Michel Humm, Sandra Schaal

“Religions” and “politics” will be studied from the dialectical perspective of their reciprocal relations
using an interdisciplinary approach that is simultaneously sociohistorical, anthropological, and
comparative. This will allow both researchers and civil society to grasp the specific features of
movements that transcend politics and emphasise religious phenomenon.

Sociohistorical approach for depth of field

The sociohistorical approach allows us to envisage a multiplicity of diverse situations in their own social
context and historical chronology and thus propose comparative links. The array of social and historical
situations, according to the different epochs, cultures, and places, shows the extreme malleability of
the concept of “religion” and its relations to politics. Although a religious system — or rather its actors
—may sometimes take power in a more or less complete form of “theocracy”, the political power may
also sometimes create or become its own religion. Nevertheless, while “religion” and “politics” are
often perceived as two antagonistic forces that regularly affront throughout history (from the quarrel
of investitures in the Middle Ages to the French law on the separation of the church and state in 1905),
the moments of interaction between “religion” and “politics” seem to have dominated over long
historical periods, which begs the question as to whether they represent a common form of
cohabitation in human societies (the majority of ancient societies of the Mediterranean basin; Western
Christianity from the Middle Ages until the Enlightenment; pre-Colombian, Vedic, and Confucian
societies; and the Muslim world from the High Middle Ages until the foundation of the “Islamic state”).
We may therefore ask how religion and politics are positioned in terms of their convergent or divergent
knowledge and power in societies at a particular moment in their common history, and how they are
forced to structure or restructure on the basis of their mutual interactions and their struggle for
existence or even survival, sometimes conditioned by a shared social goal, but not always.

Anthropological approach in the field
For the anthropologist, politics are the first link that connects humans barring administrative, parental,

and economic data. This link is expressed when Aristotle calls man “a political animal” and Rousseau

“a social animal”, while Hobbes states that “man is a wolf for man”. The anthropologist, by means of
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his methodology and his immersion in the society or community under investigation, attempts to
elucidate what is not said, the evidences that men and women take for granted and that are incessantly
guestioned in their exchanges, the mises en abyme after the identity recompositions or repositionings
caused by social crises or successive social dramas (Turner, 1969).

Research scope

This axis will create a synergy between research and training during the eight years of the ITI HiISAAR
project: on the one hand, the collaborations with national and international laboratories and research
units, and on the other, the Master Mondes Musulmans hosted by the Faculté des Sciences Historiques
and the shared courses taught by the Faculté des Sciences sociales, Faculté des Sciences historiques,
and Faculté des Langues. This theme will notably allow the scholarly community and associated
researchers to better grasp the mechanisms at work in the current rise of religious fundamentalism
and populism, radicality and violence. This research is especially important with regard to the present
challenges faced by communities and states. Thus, positioning the person or individual, whose
allegiance is linked to a family or territory, will lie at the heart of our analysis, with the objective to
contribute to a better understanding of the global stakes to which religious and political bodies
attempt to respond or even exploit in order to serve their own agenda.

Main actions

The research conducted in the framework of this axis will lead to an international conference, training
seminars, workshops, summer and winter schools, as well as several publications.

The research will also serve as the basis for the mentoring of Master’s and PhD students in order to
propose qualified training based on the knowledge of written, material, and oral sources relating to
the different religions, which will be considered individually and in comparison, especially in terms of
their interaction with politics.

The research will focus on religious identities and political powers: for example, the criteria of
“Tibeneity” in the context of the diaspora in collaboration with the University of Bonn; the panchronic
approach of the gender division in Japanese and Taiwanese social politics in relation to religion; the
place of religion in the social organisation of the nobility and court; the place of religion in the
construction of gender in the premodern working class; and gendered roles in Japanese and Taiwanese
social politics of past and present in collaboration with Japanese and Taiwanese researchers. The
research conducted in parallel by specialists of Greco-Roman, Eastern, and Asian antiquity will allow
us to compare the data of ethnologists and anthropologists regarding the relations between religious
systems and political powers, between religious and political ideology, and between religious and
political institutions.

Particular attention will be given to the public policies and discourses on religious phenomena in
collaboration with the structure Axes Pluriels based in the lle-de-France region, which intervenes on
the request of the authorities to prevent religious radicalisation. Attention will also be given to the
teaching of religious studies in French schools, especially the State actions and duty of remembrance
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included in history or ethics classes, in collaboration with the Ecole Supérieure du Professorat et de
I’Education (ESPE), and the role played by religion in armed conflicts, in collaboration with teacher
leagues and publishers accredited by the Ministry for the composition of public school manuals.
Thematic axis 3 will thus examine the role of political powers in the teaching of religious studies in
France, the curriculum contents, and their relevance and purpose, and determine any direct or indirect
interactions with the relevant religious institutions.

* THEMATIC AXIS 4 — “Ritual practices: Acts, objects, and representations”
Persons in charge: Agnes Clerc-Renaud, Jean-Marie Husser, Daniela Leféevre-Novaro

This thematic axis is dedicated to ritual practices in a religious context. In the manner of social
interactions, the relation between humans and invisible forces becomes established through diverse
languages comprised of acts, words, sounds, and images that can be grouped under the general
designation of “ritual practices”. This includes public and domestic ceremonies of worship, the rituals
punctuating individual and collective life, the places and objects used in these ceremonies, and the
practices marking the group identity (symbols and figured representations, dress customs, dietary
rules, tattoos, etc.). In a broad sense, ritual behaviours constitute culturally defined symbolic codes,
which lend themselves ideally to an interdisciplinary approach. Historians of texts, art, and societies as
well as archaeologists, sociologists, and ethnologists are all involved in this thematic axis, which will
include four interrelated research and training areas:

1) Epistemology of ritual: it will initially be associated with the cross-disciplinary programme
“Gestes rituels, traces matérielles et interprétations” (UMR 7044 — Archimeéde) and then
succeed it at the end of the current five-year period (2018-2022) (J.-M. Husser)

2) Archaeology of ritual (D. Lefevre-Novaro)

3) Ethnography and materiality of ritual (A. Clerc-Renaud)

4) Image, rituality, and religions (D. Lefévre-Novaro)

Area 1: Epistemology of ritual. This area will continue the reflection that began in 2013 in the cross-
disciplinary programme “Gestes rituels, traces matérielles et interprétations” (UMR 7044 -
Archiméde). This issue is specific to the historical disciplines (archaeology, history, and philology), as
the ritual act is an eminently ephemeral object that leaves very few traces. While the sociologist and
ethnologist can study behaviours by means of simple field observations, the historian must, in a broad
sense, deduce often tenuous traces from objects, texts, monuments, and archaeological remains.
Therefore, the objectivity of the ritual act, while evident to the direct observer, entails, for the
historian, a prerequisite interpretation of the traces supposedly left behind. The reconstruction of
ritual practices in their materiality therefore raises a real epistemological issue for the historical
disciplines: with the exception of the textual or iconographic testimonies that evoke them, often in an
allusive or stereotypical manner, the reality of ritual acts is only indirectly accessible through
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testimonies (texts, artefacts, archaeological remains), which convey more or less evident traces. When
does the interpretation of these facts allow us to understand the reality of ritual acts? Are the
categories used (sacrifice, rites of institution/passage, pilgrimage, temple, altar, etc.) always relevant
in the analysis of rituals and their material and iconographic context?

Area 2: Archaeology of ritual. In a broad geographical (Mediterranean area, Near East, and Egypt) and
chronological framework (Bronze and Iron Ages), this area will focus on the study of ritual practices
that encompass behaviours, places, and objects of symbolic character, as testimonies of the evolutions
taking place in the societies that produce them. The material traces of rituals (architectural vestiges,
bones, ex-voto, paraphernalia, etc.) will be studied from an interdisciplinary perspective by also
considering the evidence preserved in written sources (texts, inscriptions) in order to fully reconstruct
the gestures and actions. Among others, this will involve analysing the functioning of public and
domestic ceremonies of worship, the rituals punctuating individual and collective life, the practices
marking the identity of a group, the spatial contexts in which these practices take place (sanctuaries,
temples, sacred wilderness, etc.) as well as the actors and divinities involved in the rituals.

Area 3: Ethnography and materiality. This area will elaborate on the questions raised by the
ethnographical description and the analysis of rites as material devices combining acts, words, and
objects, which bring into contact social actors and invisible entities on the one hand, and social actors
among themselves on the other. The analysis will be developed around the materiality of these
composite assemblies (i.e., socio-spatial inscriptions, status of the object, possible anthropomorphism,
manipulation gestures). To better understand the modes of functioning and the performative aspect
of the rites, this area will also aim to elucidate, in specific contexts (based on case studies), the
conditions under which these composite assemblies constitute “social modes of signification”, that is,
ritual languages.

Area 4: Image, rituality, and religion. Through the study of individual cases in diverse chrono-cultural
contexts, this research area intends to clarify the role played by images in the history of religions in the
ancient and contemporary periods by comparing historical, anthropological, iconographic, and
archaeological approaches. In the framework of a fruitful dialogue between specialists of different
disciplines, special attention will be given to the methodological problems that arise when interpreting
images in relation to religious contexts. Among the themes at the heart of this area, let us mention the
following: the place of religious images in the definition of public and domestic spaces; the typologies,
functions, and modes of circulation of images in the different ritual strategies; the phenomena of
iconophilia and iconophobia; the role played by religious images in the expression of cultural identities;
and the use of digital images (still or animated), particularly in association with new multiplication
techniques, in religious practices and representations.

Several actions will be conducted in order to develop research around the aforementioned areas:

Action 1 — Development of an international research network on the evolution of religious practices in
the Mediterranean, Eastern, and Egyptian worlds in the Bronze and Iron Ages, coordinated by D.
Lefévre-Novaro. The aim is to analyse the evolution of ritual practices, notably at the time of major
political and social changes, from an archaeological, historical, and philological perspective.

Action 2 — Organisation of an international interdisciplinary conference on the theme of ritualities
(date to be confirmed in coordination with the other conferences of ITI HiSAAR).

Action 3 — Implementation of a collaborative programme with the National and University Library of
Strasbourg by D. Lefévre-Novaro and J.-Y. Marc (UMR 7044 Archimeéde). This will focus on the
collections of the architect and archaeologist Haller von Hallerstein (1774-1817) with the aim to study
and promote his drawings of Greek sanctuaries: an enhanced description, digitisation, and online
publication of this collection based on the principles of open science with a system of metadata that
deal with any archaeological, architectural, and historical issues.

Action 4 — Bi-annual summer school on the syncretism and diversification of ritual practices in the
ancient and contemporary worlds, managed and organised by J.-M. Husser (UMR 7044 Archimeéde), A.
Clerc-Renaud (UMR 7367 DynamE), and D. Lefévre-Novaro (UMR 7044 Archiméde).

Action 5 — Annual training seminar for Master’s and PhD students who will be encouraged to actively
participate. The specific theme, mostly relating to methodological and epistemological issues, will be
alternatively chosen from the four areas of this axis. It will be organised by J.-M. Husser (UMR 7044
Archiméde), A. Clerc-Renaud (UMR 7367 DynamE), and D. Lefévre-Novaro (UMR 7044 Archimede) in
collaboration with other researchers and lecturers from Unistra and invited specialists.

Action 6 — Masterclasses on subjects concerning the object-ritual expression and the colours used in
rituals, organised by J.-M. Husser (UMR 7044 Archimede) and A. Clerc-Renaud (UMR 7367 DynamE):
for example, the fetish object, in collaboration with the Voodoo Museum of Strasbourg; ritual clothing,
with the ethnological collection of Unistra; contemporary religious rituality and its evolution
(Catholicism, Judaism); and the rituals of civil religion.

Action 7 — Organisation of two annual public lectures to make the research of this axis accessible to a
public increasingly interested in religious themes, with the contribution of Master’s and PhD students.

* THEMATIC AXIS 5 — “Sex, gender, and religions”
Persons in charge: Moussa Abou Ramadan, Kyong-Kon Kim, Anne-Caroline Rendu-Loisel

Throughout history, the relation between three fundamental human dimensions — sex, gender, and
religion — has been a preferred vantage point for witnessing social and political reconfiguration and
restructuring. The thematic axis entitled “Sex, gender, and religions” will thus focus on the social and
legal constructions of gender in the different religious systems in their interaction with society and
ruling powers. Using a comparative, diachronic, and interdisciplinary approach, it will thus examine
sexuality and male-female social relationships within — or at the margins of — religious traditions,
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understood in relation to both norms and practices. In addition to the relevance of the envisaged
themes, one of the originalities of this axis will notably relate to its interdisciplinarity, which will
support the joint collaboration of ethnologists, archaeologists, philologists, sociologists, and historians
in domains as diverse as the Sumerian-Akkadian world and the birth of writing, Greco-Roman antiquity,
the Mediterranean basin, South Asia, and the Far East.

Over the past few years, Unistra has become a dynamic research pole for gender issues, with the
exploration of diverse research areas: for example, male-female relations; female homosexuality in
the ancient sources; the link between gender and politics in contemporary society; the construction,
transfer, and transgression of masculine and feminine norms and identities in the Middle East; and
religions and sexual inequality. These subjects have been taught in different university departments
and presented in conferences and publications, with the most recent monograph being published in
20197

Drawing on this scholarly and institutional anchorage, the axis “Sex, gender, and religions” will be
developed around two principal themes: 1) gender and religious norms; and 2) religious sexual
normativity and collective and individual expressions. The aim is to better understand the nature of
male-female relations in different societies and examine the potential procedure for the religious
legitimation of the inequality-hierarchisation of the sexes.

Area 1: Gender and religious norms. By means of a philological and comparative study of the
canonical, normative, and legal documents originating from diverse religious traditions and composed
in different periods, we will identify the extent to which the traditions contribute to the construction
of sexual identities and male-female relations. The variety of fields — polytheist regions, sapiential
universes, and monotheist societies, both ancient and modern — and religious actors — priests, monks,
laity, etc. — included in the analysis will allow us to throw light on the divergence of religious norms
regarding sexuality and hierarchical gender. The recurrence of certain norms in the different traditions
will rather point to a common anthropology.

Area 2: Religious sexual normativity and collective and individual expressions. This will involve
identifying and comparing the diverse and varied behaviour of people as collective groups or
individuals when confronted with religious codes relating to sexual identities: adherence, submission,
disapprobation, resistance, and dissidence. In this framework, we will address, among others, sexual
orthodoxy movements, the emergence of religious feminism, homosexuality, and transsexuality. The
diversity of specialists in ITI HiSAAR will allow us to better understand believers’ observance or
violation of the codes and normative treatises issued by religious authorities. The anthropological
representations of humanity, constructed by the tenants of religious institutions, will be analysed from
both a chronological and comparative perspective with regard to the religious traditions and social

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advances in order to determine the specific structuring that each tradition adopted out of necessity or
borrowed in response to unique social factors at a given point in its history.

Several actions will be conducted to develop research around the aforementioned areas:

Action 1 — Reinforcement and development of an international research network on the relations
between gender, sex, and religions from a comparative and interdisciplinary perspective (archaeology,
history of religions, history, philology, sociology, anthropology, and ethnology). This network, which is
already partly constituted by past and current collaborations at Unistra, will allow us to develop new
comparative and interdisciplinary approaches.

Action 2 — Organisation of a training seminar for Master’s and PhD students, with the latter being
invited to actively participate. This will involve proposing an excellence training course in gender
studies, thus making Strasbourg an indispensable place for the study of these phenomena that affect
all societies. This course will also be open to professionals who require further training in the domain
of gender issues.

Action 3 — ERCAM (EA 4377) wishes to continue its investigation of sexuality in ancient and medieval
Christianity, already initiated in a workshop and publication in 2017,%° by examining other related
issues that have marked the Christian doctrine up until the contemporary period: for example, the
relation between lust, nature, and sin, and the sexual “hierarchisation” of celibates/ascetics and
married individuals, which led to the establishment of clerical institutions. Masterclasses or one of the
summer schools in this axis could pursue this reflection to provide a more complete look at the current
debate through a multifaceted approach based on the history of Christianity. This theme could be
enhanced with data from other religions, whether monotheist, polytheist, or ascetic, in which the link
between sexuality and nature is a fundamental part of their doctrine and practice, playing either a
positive (Sivaism, Tantrism, Taoism, etc.) or negative role (Buddhism, Jainism, etc.).

Action 4 — Organisation of regular public lectures in the greater Strasbourg area to increase public
awareness. These important issues have been raised in different human societies from the most
ancient times and continue to be raised in post-modern societies, notably by the intermediary of
religious institutions and their normative treatises on the subject.

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PRESENTATION OF ITI HISAAR’S TRAINING PROGRAMME (MASTER AND PHD)

In terms of the contents and objectives of the training programmes related to the five research
axes, ITI HiISAAR aims to train specialists in the study of religious traditions so as to provide them with
a solid knowledge of the literary sources, languages, historical events, and cultures in which these
traditions were and are expressed. It will also teach them to apply their knowledge and utilise
comparative methods for the analysis of religious phenomena in order to consider the complex
intercultural dynamics of past and contemporary societies with critical rigor and skill. ITI’s training
principally seeks to equip students with the necessary tools to situate religious phenomena in their
historical, cultural, socio-political (axes Identities and otherness and Religions and politics), and
anthropological context (axis Ritual practices), as well as in contemporary society and culture in terms
of its cultural diversity or the diversity between men and women as determined by religious traditions
(axis Sex, gender, and religion). The interdisciplinary methodological approach of this ITl, as reflected
in the many affiliated Master’s courses and research activities of its principal members, is highly
innovative, since, while providing a variety of methodological tools, it allows the religious experience
to be analysed in an interdisciplinary and integrated manner: this ITI combines an in-depth
understanding of the historical and cultural development of the major religions from antiquity to the
present day and a direct reading of the texts, which implies a specific linguistic and philological
knowledge of the founding texts as well as the doctrinal and theological content that subsequently
became crystallised in the different traditions (axis Text, intertextuality, and tradition), not to mention
the phenomenology and sociology of religions, ethno-anthropological disciplines, and archaeological
research. The training/research seminars thus initiate students to the comparison of the different
religious traditions through the study of common themes, conducted under the supervision of
coordinated specialists. This integrated approach will allow them to deepen their knowledge of a
multitude of historically similar religious traditions, studied from their sources and analysed in their
links to the broader socio-historical context in which they emerged, evolved, and endured or
disappeared.

The expected results of this training programme in terms of cross-disciplinary skills are as follows:
e The acquisition of an in-depth knowledge and ability to understand the methodologies and
techniques required for the study of the major monotheist religions, religions of the Mediterranean
area and classical world, Asian religions, and religions of ethnological interest;
¢ The acquisition of an integrated approach to religions in relation to each religious phenomenon
considered alongside textual exegesis, cultural anthropology, social history, comparative religious
history, and archaeology;
¢ The acquisition of an in-depth knowledge and understanding of the historical and cultural identity,
sacred texts, and exegetical traditions of the major world religions, including with respect to the
expression of gender and associated issues;

¢ The acquisition of an in-depth knowledge of the phenomena, key aspects, and evolution of religious
history from antiquity to contemporary times, while progressively broadening the horizons from the
Mediterranean to other countries whose history includes events and personalities of religious
importance;

e The acquisition of independent research skills in the field of religious phenomena, and the
identification of solutions to new or unfamiliar problems even in interdisciplinary contexts;

¢ The acquisition of the ability to integrate knowledge, independently manage its complexity, make
observations, and formulate assessments (with a careful consideration of the ethical and social
responsibilities of such assessments) in relation to the cultural and social impact of religion, with
special attention paid to the study and plurality of the ethical and legal orders present in contemporary
society;

* The acquisition of communication skills in order to convey the methods and results of scholarly
research to both a specialised and non-specialised audience in a clear and unambiguous manner.

The training/research activities of Master’s and PhD students, on account of their interdisciplinary
approach to religious studies, aim to encourage the full involvement of students enrolled in the main
Master’s programmes and doctoral schools associated with ITI HiSAAR in Strasbourg, not to mention
the many students belonging to other national and international academic and university programmes
who have expressed their support for this initiative and their intention to actively collaborate. Hence,
there is a necessity to take into account the adaptation mechanisms of ITI's programme with regard
to the different local and international courses and training/research programmes according to the
modalities that will give it clear visibility.

For this reason, the most suitable course modality will be summer or winter schools, already well
tested by ITI members in several interdisciplinary areas.'! As ITI’s funding will be available from early
2021, we would like to organise a winter and a summer school on two of the thematic axes starting
from the academic year 2021-2022. As a result, during the seven academic years of ITI HiSAAR's
programme (2021-2022, 2022-2023, 2023-2024, 2024-2025, 2025-2026, 2026-2027, 2027-2028), most
axes will be the subject of three dedicated summer or winter schools over the period 2021-2028 to
further explore the key actions. Each session will host a class of twenty students, and to promote the
attractiveness of the programme, ten students will receive a fixed grant of 400 € per individual.

These winter or summer schools are supplemented by two further initiatives that encourage the
interaction between lecturer-researchers and Master’s and PhD students from the University of
Strasbourg and external organisations — and always in an interdisciplinary manner. Here, we refer to:

¢ The implementation of two annual half-day masterclasses, with one held in Strasbourg and the
other at one of the partner universities/research centres. In terms of their organisation, which will

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include the active involvement of students in the proposed research/training activities, the
masterclasses will harmonise the needs of coherent training with the personal inclinations of students,
including from the perspective of research, by means of advanced tutorials led by professors.
Additionally, the fact that one of these annual masterclasses occurs in a partner establishment will
promote the sharing of ITI’s initiatives and thus its attractiveness. Finally, from the academic year 2021-
2022 to 2027-2028, most axes will be the subject of three dedicated masterclasses in order to integrate
the key actions taught in the winter and summer schools.

¢ The organisation of training seminars by lecturer-researchers from the University of Strasbourg
constitutes the third type of initiative undertaken by ITI HiSAAR, which will serve as the common thread
of the five axes throughout the academic year. It is expected that each axis will organise an annual
series of training seminars within a multiannual programme relating to its key actions.!? In the
framework of these seminars, well-recognised researchers will be invited to participate.

To reach a varied audience — Master’s and PhD students belonging different departments and
establishments — and meet their expectations regarding the adequate validation of the curriculum as
part of their academic studies, we aim to structure these initiatives in the following manner. This will
also take into consideration the diverse range of external partners working in collaboration with ITI.

e Firstly, ITl’s training/research programme will be expressly designed as a complementary or
supplementary interdisciplinary specialisation available to Unistra students enrolled in affiliated
Master’s courses and PhD students registered in the main doctoral schools, as well as Master’s and
PhD students from partner universities and research centres. The specificity of this training is its
interdisciplinarity that extends to the domains of philology, history, sociology, archaeology, and
anthropology and integrates the study of the same object, namely religions. This approach goes well
beyond the interdisciplinarity of some of the existent Master’s programmes (e.g., MEMI, MIMA) of
which some ITI members are also in charge. However, the programme should not be too restrictive so
as to increase its visibility and attractiveness at the local, national, and international levels. For this
reason, the most flexible and visible option for the programme is a training/research University
Diploma (DU) “HiSAAR”, which can include the aforementioned activities into a clear curriculum
structure. These activities will then be counted in terms of the equivalent number of hours and
corresponding European Credit Transfer System (ECTS), which will allow students to choose one or
several components of this course to be credited towards their affiliated degree according to the
modalities illustrated below.

12 | et us cite the following examples from axis 1 “Text, intertextuality, and tradition”: the interdisciplinary seminar “Editions
of religious texts” held throughout the entire year; the quarterly seminar “Qur’an and late antiquity”, which, starting from
the academic year 2021-2022, will bring together the bright forces of the University of Strasbourg around study projects on
the relation between the religions of late antiquity and Islam; and the planned interdisciplinary seminar on the comparative
study of the processes leading to the “Normative fixation in religions”, organised primarily by ITI’s religious historians,
philologists, and canonists.
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This DU, supported by UMR 7044 as the main project manager, will be taught over two years.
Students who complete the entire curriculum will thus receive a high-level scientific training/research
degree. The DU HiSAAR will certify the acquisition of an expert profile in the humanities and social
sciences of religions, notably in terms of religious phenomena, interreligious relations,
multiculturalism, and intercultural mediation.

The training structure of the DU HiSAAR, which will be processed by the CFVU in April 2020, can be
detailed as follows for each of the four semesters:

** Concerning the seminars — eight in total over two years — students will choose one of the five axes
for UE3 to specialise in a relevant domain — that is, four seminars relating to the same axis over two
years —, and will enrol in the seminar of their choice from any of the five remaining axes for UE4.

This programme will include a total volume of 54 equivalent teaching hours for each semester and
216 equivalent teaching hours over the two years.

* Secondly, the teaching units (UE) may constitute an optional addition to the existing Master’s
programmes dffiliated with ITI, which all include optional or free UEs of equivalent weight to the
masterclasses or seminars (i.e., 6 to 9 ECTS): in this case, the results obtained in the ITI HiISAAR courses
will be credited towards the Master’s degree. Or otherwise, they may represent an addition to the
existing Master’s programmes: in this case, the ITI courses attended by students will be considered a
follow-up course and certified as a supplement to the degree awarded to students. The latter option
will be strongly encouraged in the case of the summer or winter schools, which students could include
in their diploma as a supplementary UE of 24h and 9 ECTS. PhD students could validate some of the ITI
training programme, notably the masterclasses, training seminars, and summer and/or winter schools,
as part of the obligations required by the affiliated doctoral school.

In accordance with the declared objective of international attractiveness, the ITI HiSAAR courses
will be taught in English.
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The development of a targeted researcher profile in religious studies will promote research from
an interdisciplinary perspective through the creation of PhD and postdoctoral scholarships. In this
respect, we anticipate:

¢ Two 3-year PhD scholarships for each axis, which will be attributed annually from 2022 to 2026
so that all the contracts terminate by the end of the ITI project in 2028. By providing ten 3-year
contracts from 2022 to 2026, we will ensure that the contracts cover all five ITI axes with a total of two
scholarships per axis.

¢ Two 1-year postdoctoral scholarships will be attributed annually in the period 2022-2026, with a
balanced distribution among the different axes.

Additionally, research stays and field missions, notably in collaboration with or at the partner
universities and research centres, are planned for lecturer-researchers, PhD students, postdocs, and,
to a lesser extent, Master 2 students.

2.4  ARTICULATION RECHERCHE-FORMATION / RESEARCH-LEARNING INTERFACE

ITI HISAAR’s proposed training in research and through research on religions in the format
described above is based on an integrated approach to religions that are studied through the prism of
several disciplines and the complementary viewpoints of the five axes, thus encompassing most of the
major issues around religious studies. It marks the culmination of all the interdisciplinary courses
taught at Unistra in this domain by incorporating them in a dimension of organic research, which is
currently lacking in the discipline of religious studies and not only at the local level. The doctoral
schools in the humanities and social sciences to which ITI’s Master’s programmes are affiliated provide
—and it cannot be otherwise — rather generic and transversal research training. This training cannot
truly be used for the development of a specific professional research profile for religious phenomenon
or interreligious relations, as it is unable to coordinate all the complex skills necessary for a
scientifically reliable and comprehensive framework in this domain. The development of this ITI
therefore constitutes a reference point for all Master’s and PhD students who deal with religious
phenomena but who are currently split between different departments. For the first time in the history
of Unistra, those working on the history and sociology of religions —already based on interdisciplinarity
in the common seminars of the Master Religions, histoire et société (mention histoire), Master
Religions, société et espace public (mention sociologie), Master Etudes médiévales interdisciplinaires
(MEMI), Master Interreligieux et société (initiator of the European project Interreligio/Interreg,
including lecturer-researchers of this ITl), Master Mondes musulmans (mention mondes musulmans),
Master Etudes persanes (mention LLCER), Master Etudes japonaises, Master Théologie catholique, and
Master Droit canonique — will come together in a single training/research institute, which will allow
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them to work with the indispensable epistemological fields of anthropology and ethnology (Master
Anthropologie sociale et culturelle) and archaeology (Master Archéologie des mondes anciens).

By means of its coordination processes, ITI HISAAR will open up numerous avenues for Master’s
and PhD students, thus satisfying the requirement for a continuing and coherent training programme
that supports and complements the existing Master’s and PhD programmes in religious studies.
Indeed, the training/research design, constituting either an independent degree or an optional
addition for the existing Master’s programmes, lends itself favourably to this exchange and pooling of
experiences in the field of religions in order to make this innovative interdisciplinary approach visible.
The final objective is to develop a coherent profile of an ITI student who can evolve from Master to
PhD. In this respect, it is important to note that students enrolled in one of the affiliated Master’s
programmes in Strasbourg or in an equivalent national or international academic institute will, by
means of the DU, receive training in and through research on religions, which will allow them to access
HiSAAR’s PhD scholarships beginning in the academic year 2021-2022. In 2023, the first Master’s
students will complete the integrated curriculum of the DU HiSAAR, thus enabling them to apply for

these PhD contracts to which Master’s graduates in one of the ITI”s domains will be formally admitted.

For PhD students enrolled in the related doctoral schools, the fully supervised DU training will be
certified in their final diploma either as high-level complementary training — which currently does not
exist in the degree certifications awarded by the doctoral schools —, or as a specialisation, to be added
to the degrees awarded by the doctoral schools: from the academic year 2021-2022, this additional
information will be included in the PhD degrees.

The PhD contracts attributed from 2022 will include the major in “Etudes interdisciplinaires en
Histoire, sociologie, anthropologie et archéologie des religions [Interdisciplinary studies in the
history, sociology, anthropology, and archaeology of religions]”, which should be recognised by
Unistra as one of its PhDs in humanities and social sciences, thus constituting a particularly important
innovation in response to the current fragmentation of skills in national and international research in
religious studies.

The training/research interaction will subsequently be reinforced by the involvement of these new
PhD students in the research activities conducted at ITI HiSAAR between 2022 and 2028: the PhD
students and postdocs recruited from 2022 will be invited to contribute to the coordination of the
seminars. If all the anticipated scholarships are made available, then, on the basis of the allocated
funding, a total of twenty new researchers (ten PhD students and ten postdocs) will reinforce the team,
which will provide a unique wealth to Unistra and nourish this new perspective of interdisciplinary
research in a decisive manner. Let us not forget the PhD students enrolled in different associated
doctoral schools who will also partly or fully share this new methodological and scientific approach.
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3 RAYONNEMENT NATIONAL ET INTERNATIONAL EN RECHERCHE ET FORMATION / NATIONAL AND
INTERNATIONAL OUTREACH

ITI HiISAAR is a structured scientific entity that has been long awaited, not only by local academic
and cultural institutions but also by the entire international scholarly community. Indeed, there is no
equivalent establishment that brings together historians, archaeologists, sociologists, and
anthropologists in a diachronic perspective ranging from antiquity to the present day and stretching
from the Americas to the Far East. The national and international scientific relations, which are already
established with certain sections of this thematic institute, partially cover the different areas of
research. They either study religious phenomenon from a single epistemological perspective — for
example, in faculties and departments of history, archaeology, sociology, and literature —, or are
limited to the approach of “religious studies”, rarely including anthropological, ethnological, or
archaeological methods. Consequently, the latter often lack a true diachronic perspective in their
approach to religions, all the more so as their research topics tend to focus on monotheist religions.
One of the special features of Unistra is the large number of lecturers and researchers working in
different faculties, and their connection via ITI HiSAAR will open up new interdisciplinary perspectives,
and beyond the local sphere, lead to the establishment of a vast international network.

The interaction between history/archaeology, philology, sociology, and anthropology/ethnology is
a real guarantee that the research and training on religions will have a solid scholarly foundation.
National and international establishments have grasped the novelty of this reality to the extent that
many diverse researchers — more than 120 to date — from a large number of academic institutions (see
the list in the Appendix) immediately showed their support and willingness (in letters of
support/intent, some of which are also included in the Appendix) to actively collaborate with ITI
HiSAAR and become external partners for its research and training activities. Among these partners,
privileged relations will be established with research units working on religions from an
interdisciplinary perspective. Let us cite, for example, CHAR (Centre d’Histoire et Anthropologie des
Religions) at the University of Liége; SARAS at La Sapienza University in Rome; UMR 8584 LEM
(Laboratoire d’Etudes sur les Monothéismes) in Paris; Institut d’histoire des représentations et des
idées dans les modernités of the ENS in Lyon; UMR 8210 AnHiMA (Anthropologie et histoire des
mondes antiques) in Paris; EA 4601 (Patrimoine Littérature Histoire) and the ERC Advanced Grant
“Mapping Ancient Polytheisms” at the University of Toulouse; Center for Buddhist Studies at the
University of Berkeley; CISSR of Bologna, and so on.

This multitude of academic relations leads us to anticipate a two-way exchange programme with
these partners:
1) Lecturer-researchers recognised in the domain of interdisciplinary research on religions will be
invited to participate in the masterclasses and research/training seminars to provide
methodological examples of the interdisciplinary approach for each thematic axis.
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2) Inreturn, half-day masterclasses will be organised annually at other national or international
research units that are partners of the thematic axes.

Additionally, this interaction with the external partners will be fully embodied in the summer and
winter schools coordinated by the heads of the five axes. These will allow a variety of individuals to
come to Strasbourg from national and international establishments — financial support will be provided
for this purpose —, and gather for three to four days to discuss all the issues linked to the five thematic
axes from a unique interdisciplinary perspective. These summer and winter schools will benefit not
only established researchers but also young researchers (Master’s and PhD students) involved in ITI
HiSAAR at the national and international levels. These meetings between researchers and
postgraduate students will be thematic and interdisciplinary exchanges on religions and will provide
the opportunity to obtain certified innovative training from ITI HiSAAR.

Another important means to develop national and international outreach will be the organisation
of an annual international conference on one of the five axes from 2022 to 2026, with a total of five
international conferences. At the end of the HiSAAR funding in the academic year 2027-2028, we plan
to organise a major international conference to promote the results of the interdisciplinary research
conducted in relation to the five thematic axes during the seven previous years. The conference
proceedings will be published in a collection of seven volumes, which will constitute a durable
reference on this innovative interdisciplinary research methodology in the domain of religious studies.

Based on the relationships established with our partners, we also aim to build networks of lecturer-
researchers working together on a particular aspect of religion following the model of GIRPAM,
“Groupe de recherche sur la poésie tardo-antique et médiévale [Research group on late ancient and
medieval poetry]”, established in 2019 for national and international researchers who apply an
integrated interdisciplinary approach to versified religious texts from antiquity to the Middle Ages; the
Strasbourg initiators of this group are members of ITI HISAAR in which this research will be conducted.
Finally, another outreach tool will relate to the PhD and postdoctoral scholarships aimed at all young
researchers responding to the predefined academic requirements in the section “Training/research
coordination”. This funding will attract to Strasbourg a number of international PhD students and post-
docs whose skills in interdisciplinary research on religions will lead to a mutual enrichment in the
interdisciplinary domains of research and training specific to ITI HiSAAR.
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4  LIENS AVEC LE MONDE SOCIO-ECONOMIQUE, L'INNOVATION, LE TRANSFERT DE TECHNOLOGIES
ET LA CREATION D’ENTREPRISES / LINKS WITH SOCIO-ECONOMIC ACTORS, INNOVATION,
TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER AND START-UPS

ITI HISAAR will play a major role in the socio-economic world at the local, national, European, and
even international levels. Modern societies, though caught in the web of globalisation, are the heirs of
religious traditions that sometimes date back several thousands of years. Europe is currently managing
the dynamics of important multicultural and multireligious interactions that can create fruitful
exchanges, but these can also lead to tensions, community withdrawals, and religious radicalisation.
University academics in the domain of religious studies thus have the duty to inform the public about
the history of religious traditions, their actors, and their institutions in both the historical and
contemporary periods. By means of its five thematic axes, ITI HiISAAR can therefore make a significant
contribution to the different public and private organisations seeking scientific knowledge, teaching
materials, interventions, and training on religions.

ITI HISAAR’s collective dynamic of researchers will substantially reinforce, diversify, and enlarge the
partnerships with local stakeholders involved in local government, social work, prisons, radicalisation
prevention, health, education, training, culture, voluntary groups, social links, and interreligious and
interfaith dialogue; these partnerships have already been partly initiated by several ITI members. ITI
HiSAAR will also respond to a growing demand to popularise religious studies and develop relevant
tools. For this purpose, the valorisation and dissemination of research will be a strong component of
ITI HiISAAR that will extend its influence beyond the academic world. The institute will be endowed
with human resources (including technical skills) and dedicated materials in order to produce the
following: a data platform, training tools, teaching manuals, and massive open online courses
(MOOCS), notably for secondary school teachers and other professionals impacted by religion (social
and health sectors, local governments, etc.) as well as for information and self-training purposes. In
this respect, Master’s students will make both educative and productive contributions. Indeed, part of
their assessment (possibly in teams) could be to produce elements for dissemination and outreach
purposes — e.g., video clips, multiple choice questionnaires, web pages — the best of which, once
validated and amended, would make a significant contribution to this outreach component. ITI HISAAR
will take an active part in the online publication of teaching materials on religions for primary and
secondary school teachers in the framework of the creation of courses on religion, secularism, civics,
and ethics, which will occur in cooperation with local and national Ecoles supérieures du professorat
et de I'éducation (ESPEs) as well as the rectorates of the academies.

In addition to these numerous dissemination actions, notably through the ITI HiSAAR website,
various interventions will involve local authorities, with the possibility for local stakeholders and
teachers to enrol in university courses in the framework of their continuing professional education,
notably in the summer and winter schools and masterclasses, or even by completing the DU HiSAAR.
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These essential training programmes on religious studies will provide them with a scientific foundation
as well as the intellectual and pedagogical capacity to share their university knowledge in their own
classes (French, history, history of the arts, etc.) at the primary and secondary levels.

Moreover, a close collaboration will also be developed with digital humanities stakeholders in
partnership with the National and University Library of Strasbourg (Collex Religious sciences) and
UnivOAK. ITI HiSAAR will thus be able to benefit from a privileged access to the collections of
manuscripts and ancient works on religion, which will be publicised and showcased by means of its
research and the joint organisation of conferences. The showcasing of these collections of a religious
nature and their international accessibility by means of their digitisation (e.g., papyrology, collection
of Sanskrit manuscripts) will publicise this little-known documentary wealth (inexistent critical editions
and commentaries of certain religious texts) and increase its international attractiveness for which the
members of ITI HiISAAR are prepared to actively engage.

5 GOUVERNANCE / GOVERNANCE

5.1 RESPONSABLE DU PROJET / PROJECT MANAGER

ITI HISAAR will be directed by Guillaume Ducceur (UMR 7044) and codirected by Daniela Lefevre-
Novaro (UMR 7044) and Michele Cutino (EA 4377).

* The project manager, Guillaume Ducceur, was lecturer in comparative religious history at the Institut
d’histoire des religions of the Faculté des Sciences historiques at Unistra from 2003 to 2019 and then
elected as professor of comparative religious history (CNU 21° section) in the same faculty in 2019. He
is currently the director of the Institut d’histoire des religions and the chair in comparative religious
history, which was the first chair in the history of religion to be created in a French university in 1919.
As a specialist of ancient Indian religions, Mediterranean and Indian contacts in antiquity, and
comparative methodological approaches to comparative religious history and comparative mythology
(more than seventy publications, including seven monographs and seven edited volumes), he was a
member of EA 1340 GEO (Groupe d’études orientales) at Unistra from 2003 to 2010 and UMR 8210
AnHIMA (Anthropologie et Histoire des Mondes Antiques) in Paris (Universités Paris | Panthéon-
Sorbonne, Paris VIl Denis-Diderot, EPHE, EHESS, CNRS) from 2010 to 2017. Since 2017, he has been a
member of UMR 7044 Archimede (Archéologie et histoire ancienne : Méditerranée — Europe) at
Unistra for which he created the group “Territoires, pouvoirs et religions” (Team | TEQ) to bring
together specialists of ancient religions at Unistra. He has been a member of the Asian Society of Paris
(Palais de I'Institut) since 1994 and the International Association for Comparative Mythology (Harvard
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University) since 2007. G. Ducceur is also a board member of the Faculté des Sciences historiques, and
since 2012, he has been the faculty’s quality/training advisor for all Bachelor’s and Master’s degrees
in history, archaeology, and history of art. He is currently nominated for the World Sanskrit Awards
2019.

Over the past sixteen years, he has supervised thirty Master’s theses (M2) in religious history and
examined fifty-five Master’s theses (M2). He is currently supervising ten research theses (M2) and
twelve research projects (M1) in the field of religious history. Since 2018, he has also been a thesis
examiner of the Master Enseignement in the Ecole supérieure du professorat et de I'éducation (ESPE)
at Unistra for subjects relating to religious phenomena and secularism (ten M2 defences). From 2013
to 2016, he was the co-supervisor (80%) of a PhD on the shugendo of Akyldbo Sokuden with the
Département d’études japonaises at Unistra and will supervise a PhD on Vedic India in the domain of
religious history from September 2019. Drawing on his experience as head of the specialised and
interdisciplinary programme of the Master Religions, histoire et sociétés, he created the Master
Mondes musulmans in 2018 at the request of the Unistra Presidency, as well as the University Diploma
(DU) in ancient languages, auxiliary sciences, and papyrology (2 years — 4 semesters) in 2015, which
regroups a team of sixteen lecturer-researchers affiliated with four different faculties at Unistra. This
DU, taught entirely via distance learning and managed by G. Ducceur, includes more than a hundred
French and European students annually, thus giving him the experience required to create the DU
HiSAAR and ensure its supervision.

His experience in the conception and development of funded training and research projects also
draws on his national, European, and international collaborations. As a member of UMR 8210 AnHiMA,
he participated in the very first meeting in 2011 for the development of the project of the Laboratory
of Excellence “Histoire et Anthropologie des Savoirs, des Techniques et des Croyances” (LabEx HASTEC)
under the supervision of Philippe Hoffmann, which regroups research units from the Collége de France,
CNAM, CNRS, EHESS, EPHE, INALCO, Ministry of Culture, National Museum of Natural History, Paris |
Pantheon-Sorbonne, and Paris IV Sorbonne. As such, he was jointly responsible for collaborative axis
4 “Techniques intellectuelles et spirituelles”. In 2014, he was also jointly responsible with Juan Antonio
Alvarez-Pedrosa Nufiez (Universidad Complutense de Madrid) for the European research programme
of scientific excellence known as “Indians and Greeks in the Achaemenid Court: A Cross-cultural
Analysis” at the initiative of the University of Madrid and endorsed by the Spanish Ministerio de
Economia y Competitividad in June 2014 for the period 2015-2017. Moreover, G. Ducceur is often
asked to participate in national or international evaluations for funded projects and PhD and
postdoctoral scholarships, and since 2010, he has been an expert advisor for the Centre National du
Livre (Ministry of Culture) for all works relating to religious studies.

His knowledge of the French university milieu in the domain of religious studies, his international
network of colleagues in the history of religion stretching from the United States to Japan, his
familiarity with all the research units and specialists of diverse religious systems in Strasbourg since
1992, his editorial responsibilities at the Revue de I’Histoire des Religions (Colléege de France), his
experience in the supervision of Master’s and PhD students, the development of university diplomas
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and funded projects, and the organisation of workshops and conferences, as well as his ability to
manage human resources will ensure the scientific burgeoning, rigorous coordination, and long-term
academic vision of religious studies at Unistra by means of the ITI HiSAAR project.

¢ Daniela Lefévre-Novaro, professor of Greek archaeology (CNU 21 section) in the Faculté des
Sciences Historiques at Unistra, has been a member of UMR 7044 Archimede since 2003 in which she
co-leads Team Il Grece-Rome, the intervention “Institutions civiques et panoplie monumentale”, and
the cross-disciplinary initiative “Echanges et routes maritimes” of Team | TEO, and participates in the
Editorial Board of the journal Archiméde and Steering Committee of ArkeoGIS. She is in charge of the
Master Archéologie des mondes anciens (mention archéologie) and the course “Archéologie des
Mondes Méditerranéens, orientaux et égyptiens” (AMMOE). To date, she has supervised thirty-four
Master’s theses and six PhDs, and participated in five PhD defences.

As a former member of the Scuola Archeologica Italiana di Atene (1993-1995), she participated in
the excavations of the Minoan sites of Phaistos and Haghia Triada (Crete), and is currently leading the
excavation of the agora of Dreros (Crete) in collaboration with the Ecole Frangaise d’Athénes (EFA) and
XXIVe Ephorie aux Antiquités Classiques in Haghios Nikolaos; students from the University of
Strasbourg and other French and European universities have regularly participated in this excavation
for the past eleven years.

Specialised in the history and archaeology of Greek religion, archaeology of landscape, and Aegean
protohistory, she coordinated and led the ANR programme DIKIDA from 2011 to 2014 in partnership
with CEREGE in Aix-in Provence for the aspects relating to geomorphology, geosciences, and
environmental archaeology. This resolutely international and interdisciplinary ANR programme
focussed on the geosciences, archaeology, and history of Crete from the Bronze Age to the Archaic
period (fourteenth to sixth century BCE), and resulted in the active collaboration between specialists
in the humanities and social sciences on the one hand, and specialists of the hard sciences on the other,
who came together to study two regions of Crete, the Messara and the Mirabello.

She is also an associate member of IBAM — CNR in Catania (ltaly), an institution with which she
obtained funding for four years (2010-2011 and 2012-2013) for a CNR-CNRS project on the origins of
the city-state (polis) in Crete. She is the author of a large number of publications, monographs, and
scholarly articles in all these research areas.

D. Lefévre-Novaro is currently a member of the Research Commission and Academic Board of
Unistra, the Board of the Faculté des Sciences Historiques, the Committee of Experts of the 21 section,
and the examination board of the Bachelor’s degree in archaeology; she also presides the examination
committee of the Master’s programme (mention archéologie). In addition, she is a research evaluation
advisor in numerous French, Franco-German, and Italian institutions (expertise for PhDs, articles, ANR
projects, etc.). Concerning the dissemination of knowledge, in addition to around thirty public lectures
given in France and Europe, she has taught archaeology and Greco-Roman art history for the past
fifteen years at the European Popular University and is a member of the Scientific Committee of the
association “Les amis du musée Adolf Michaelis”.
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¢ Michele Cutino, professor of ancient Christian history at the Faculté de Théologie Catholique at
Unistra since 2012, obtained his habilitation in Latin language and literature on 13 November 2009
from the University Paris-IV Sorbonne after twenty years of university lecturing in ltaly (especially at
the University of Palermo). His research, as attested in eighty publications (ten books) on several texts
composed in prose or verse, traces the Christianisation of Latin and Greek culture and literature in Late
Antiquity from the Theodosian period (final decades of the fourth century) until the first barbarian
invasions (mid-fifth century), that is, from the ideological conflict between paganism and Christianity
until the triumph of the Christian cultural model. His research is characterised by a strong
interdisciplinary anchorage, comparing formal questions with exegetical and theological concerns,
style with ideas. M. Cutino is currently director of EA 4377 Théologie Catholique et Sciences
Religieuses. In this same group, he is responsible for the Master Théologie Catholique and advisor for
the interdisciplinary programme MIMA. To date, he has supervised fifty-three Master’s theses and
twelve PhD theses, and examined eight PhD/HDR theses in other establishments. In EA 4377, he also
leads ERCAM (Equipe de recherche sur le christianisme ancien et médiéval), which specialises in the
diachronic study of the history of Christian doctrines from late antiquity to the end of the Middle Ages
using an eminently critical and philological approach to all literary genres, with particular attention
paid to poetic texts. In this respect, he leads GIRPAM (Groupe international de recherches sur la poésie
tardo-antique et médiévale) in collaboration with Bruno Bureau (Lyon 3); based in Strasbourg, this
group connects eighteen other national and international research units and academic institutions. He
is currently responsible for the Gutenberg Chair 2019, which EA 4377 obtained for M.G. Agosti (La
Sapienza University, Rome), to support the work of this international group. He was also responsible
for the Gutenberg Chair 2014, obtained by the same team for M. Emanuela Prinzivalli for his research
on ancient and medieval Christianity.

He has edited numerous publications on different subjects associated with the texts and history of
ancient Christianity following the organisation of workshops and international conferences. He was
also the associate member of several research teams: since 2009, he has been officially associated with
the Laboratoire d’Etude sur les Monothéismes (LEM), UMR 8584 of the CNRS in the framework of the
Institut d’Etudes Augustiniennes; since 2013, he was been a mandatory member of the association
THAT (Textes pour I'Histoire de I’Antiquité Tardive) and a research evaluation advisor in numerous
universities in Belgium, Germany, and lItaly. Finally, in 2015, in recognition of his scientific
achievements, he was nominated a Fellow of the Veneranda Accademia Ambrosiana in Milan, and in
2018 a Foreign Academic Fellow of the prestigious Accademia di Archeologia-Lettere-Arti in Naples.

This Managing Team, highly experienced in university training and research, will be seconded by

an Executive Board comprised of representatives of the research units, doctoral schools, Master’s
programmes, and heads of the thematic axes, as well as a Scientific Board.
